Curriculum Overview Year 1 Spring

	English 
This term we will be reading animal stories from other cultures. We will be reading, reciting and composing poetry about animals.  For non-fiction we will look at the features of information books to find facts about different animals and habitats.
	[image: ]Maths 
The children will continue to focus on basic number skills and develop their understanding of place value.  They will be learning about simple fractions of shapes and amounts,  measurement – including length, mass and capacity, learning to tell the time - o’clock and half past and properties of 2D and 3D shape. 
	Science
We will identify, name and compare a variety of common animals by learning about their habitats, their diets and basic structure.
We will observe the changes of the day through the seasons and focus on the features of Spring.

	History
This terms focus is looking at significant people from the past. We will be recognising that there are reasons why people in the past acted as they did. We will be looking at Christopher Columbus and Amelia Earhart. 
	Geography
The children will learn about the location of hot and cold areas of the world. They will identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the UK and identify how the weather affects our lives. 
Children will look at a world map to identify the continents and oceans of the world. 

	SPRING TERM  - Amazing Animals

	Computing
This term we will be learning about pictograms and looking at how they can be used to represent data. The children will also be building on their programming work from last term. They will learn how to follow and create simple instructions, known as algorithms, on the computer.

	Physical Education
[bookmark: _GoBack]The children will be taking part in gymnastics lessons and learning the skills to roll and balance. Outdoors the children will be doing team building activities. Further into the term we will then move onto yoga and sending and receiving. 
	Art
Children will be looking at, drawing and then painting animal patterns and learning why they these patterns are suited to their habitat.  
	Religious Education 
Our topics this term will be ‘Believing’ and ‘New Life and Symbols.’ Children will learn about why Easter is an important festival for Christians.
	Music
Children will take part in a variety of listening, appraising and performing activities, exploring different styles of music.
