Tuned percussion instrument- enough for one between two children.

Choose from chromatic glockenspiels, with sharp and flat notes, xylophones, metallophones, chime bars (if you are using chime 

bars, you need to make sure that you have a two octave set, not the chime bars that come with five or eight in a box).

 

Untuned percussion instruments.

This is not prescriptive, as long as the pupils have something they can use to play along with the pulse of the music. If you want to 

buy specific instruments, then claves, guiros, egg shakers, gongs / cymbals would all be useful.
