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Geography
	Intent
	Here at Birkdale Primary School, our aim is to ignite and inspire our pupil’s curiosity and fascination about the world they live in and the people that live in it. How it has been formed and how is it constantly changing over time.

We want to inspire children to feel the importance of Geography and to be lifelong learners who seek opportunities to explore the wider world that we live in.

	Implementation
	The National Curriculum states that Geography helps pupils to develop knowledge about the world, the United Kingdom and their locality, as well as understand basic subject-specific vocabulary relating to human and physical geography and begin to use geographical skills, including first-hand observation, to enhance their locational awareness. As children progress through their schooling, they extend their knowledge and understanding beyond the local area to include the United Kingdom and Europe, North and South America. 

We will do this by 

- Transform knowledge of everyday matters into meaningful geographical activities.

- Develop children’s graphic skills, including how to use, draw and interpret maps and atlases.

-  Make pupils aware of environmental issues at local, regional and global levels.

- Help children to make informed decisions about how to live their lives now and in the future including how to understand and commit to sustainable development.

- Develop a variety of skills including those in relation to problem-solving, computing and presenting conclusions in the most appropriate way.


	Impact
	Outcomes in Geography and other subject books books, evidence a broad and balanced geography curriculum and demonstrate children’s acquisition of identified key knowledge relating to each of the identified national curriculum strands, as appropriate to key stage; locational knowledge, place knowledge and human and physical geography. This is in addition to the development and application of key skills, supported by fieldwork.

As children progress throughout the school, they develop a deep knowledge, understanding an appreciation of their local area and its place within the wider geographical context.



	How we measure the impact
	We measure the impact of our curriculum through the following methods:

Assessing children’s understanding of theme linked vocabulary before and after the unit is taught.
Assessment of pupil discussions about their learning.
Assessments at the end of a unit. 
Interviewing the pupils about their learning (pupil voice).
Learning walks where we discuss and look at the pupils books.
Annual reporting of standards across the curriculum.
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
