Curriculum Overview Year 2 Spring

	[image: ]English 
We will begin this term exploring poetry, with a particular focus on riddles. We will then write our own ‘Who Am I?’ poems using series of cleverly worded clues. We will also be reading Charlie and the Chocolate Factory and exploring traditional tales. Children will be introduced to different sentence types and they will learn how to extend their sentences and use a range of punctuation to improve their writing. 
	 Maths 
This term the children will cover the following topics: 
Multiplication and Division
Fractions 
Measurement 
Shape
Statistics 
Time 
Money 
There will still be a strong focus on number being taught alongside each of these topics.
	Science
Materials and their Properties 
Children will identify and explore a range of everyday materials, discussing their properties and their purpose. Later in the term, they will investigate the best material to use a waterproof roof.  
	Geography
We will look at our place in the world. Children will learn to use world maps, atlases and globes find characteristic of the UK. Throughout the term we will focus on the physical and human aspects of England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. Children locate the 5 oceans on a world map and learn to explain the difference between oceans an seas. 

	History 
How did we Learn to Fly?
Children will find out about the Wright brothers and the important events surrounding the history of flight. They will learn about other significant historical figures and events, including Bessie Coleman, Amelia Earhart and the Moon landing. They will ask questions about people and events in the and explain how a significant event has changed the lives of others. 

	SPRING TERM

	Computing
This term children will continue to develop coding skills, including creating their own algorithms and debugging programmes.  They will move on to working with spreadsheets and creating digital art work. 
	Physical Education
Gymnastics-In this unit pupils learn explore and develop basic gymnastic actions on the floor and using apparatus. They develop skills of jumping, rolling, balancing and travelling individually and in combination to create short sequences and movement phrases. 
Team Building- Pupils develop their communication and problem-solving skills. They work individually, in pairs and in small groups. Throughout, there is an emphasis on teamwork. They learn to discuss, plan and reflect on ideas and strategies. They lead a partner whilst considering safety. Pupils have the opportunity to show honesty and fair play.

	Art
Children will develop colour mixing skills, learning about the work of artist Romare Bearden and creating textured papers using paint.
	Music
Music lessons will integrate singing, games and playing instruments with a focus on pitch, rhythm and pulse.
	 Life Skills 
Firstly in ‘Working Together’ children will learn about helping people in need. In ‘Good Relationships’ children will learn about body parts and trusting relationships.

	
	
	Design and Technology
Children will work on designing and making ‘Baby Bear’s Chair’. They will explore and evaluate strength and stability of different structures.
