	· ‘Active Breaktimes’ were introduced and support staff trained to lead the activities.  Children enjoy the breaktime activities and enjoy the variety of activities on offer. 
· The school received sponsorship funds last year which enabled the PE team to buy a new football and netball uniform to wear at matches.
· PE underwent a ‘deep dive’ in the school OFSTED inspection.  The PE team were able to confidently talk about the curriculum, assessment, extra-curricular activity, PP and SEND provision that led to the school being awarded a platinum award in recognition of the breadth and depth of the curriculum we offer to our pupils.
· Staff continue to be pleased with ‘Getset4PE’ scheme that we use across the school in helping to deliver planned sessions with assessment tools included. 
· We continued to take part in a wealth of sporting events and extra-curricular activities.
· We were able to use the sport premium to top up our year 6 swimmers who did not meet the expected swimming standards at the end of year 4 swimming class sessions with an extra term of swimming sessions.

	· children were actively engaged enjoying the timetabled activities on offer each day.
· Children in Year 6 were excellent at leading breaktime activity.
· The school continued to offer a range of after school clubs and more children than in previous years took part in school games events, festivals and competitions at KS2.
· Our PE curriculum was seen as a strength to our school during our school OFSTED inspection. 








· Getset4PE scheme was renewed for another 3 years at a cost of £1650.
· We saw an increase in the number of children being active in KS2.  Costings – supply and transport to events.

	· We continue to be unable to offer any KS1 sports clubs after school due to lack of staff availability and playground space.
· Our end of Year 6 swimming data was lower than 22/23 partly due to missed swimming lessons in Year 3 due to COVID.
	· Parent feedback from parent evening evaluations form often highlight that parent’s would like some KS1 sporting clubs to be available after school.  The PE team will continue to review this.

· Ongoing CPD through the use of our sports coach.
	· The new classes will be involved in planning break-time activity through class questionnaires.
· Create a playground timetable so that children have variety at breaktime within KS1 and KS2.
· Purchase new resources as required.
· Mr Murphy will train the newly elected sports leaders in how to organize each activity station and their roles and responsibilities as a sports leader.  K Hulse to help deliver some training in school.


· R Eden, E Gallagher and J Murphy will work closely with our SGO to enter events and competitions so that as many children have a sporting opportunity based on the school games values as we can.  Children will be selected according to the event.
· Children will be able to try new sporting activities.
· Sporting involvement and achievements will be celebrated in our school ‘Star of the Week’ Assembly, @BirkdalePSSport (X), schools PE notice board.
· Sporting premium will be used to buy costumes for the Wally Cain Dance Festival.
· Sporting premium will be used to buy consumable resources so that curriculum subjects can be taught and resourced successfully eg tennis balls, bean bags, games balls etc.


· Provide an extra 6-week block of swimming sessions for all children in Year 5.
· Provide extra top-up sessions for those children in Year 6 who did not meet the swimming standards at the end of Year 5.
· Sports premium will be used to hire the pool, instructors and coach hire.


· This year, our sports coach will focus on teaching indoor PE sessions to staff.

· We maintain the school games Platinum award for the second continuous year as a recognition of the PE curriculum that we offer and deliver within our school.

· Teachers are confident and competent to deliver a PE curriculum and are knowledgeable about the skills that were taught the previous year and where the children will progress too next. Teachers use the correct vocabulary for the unit of work being taught.

· Increase the number of children who meet the swimming standards at the end of Year 6.

	
· In June 2025, Birkdale Primary School was awarded the School Games Platinum award again for the second consecutive time for the recognition, commitment and dedication that the PE team and all staff members give to providing our children with an outstanding PE curriculum.

· Staff observations from monitoring PE throughout the school show that children are involved in active play during morning and lunchtime breaks.  Mr Murphy leads on KS1/EYFS breaktimes with the support of sports leaders at KS2 breaktimes.

· A member of the PE team is on the school SLT.

· New staff are given training on how to successfully use our school PE scheme ‘Getset4PE’ effectively with their class.

· The PE team carryout learning walks each term to ensure that there is a consistent approach to teaching high quality lessons.  Learning walks are documented for SLT.


· The swim school will provide data for our current Year 6 at the end of the academic year.  Data to follow in July 25.
