	English 
The term will be based around Stories in Familiar Settings. We will also be reading ‘Pirate Mums’ to celebrate diversity. In grammar sessions, children will be introduced to different word types, including nouns, adjectives and verbs.

Children will name and locate the continents. They will locate the warmest and coldest places on Earth and learn about what life is like there. They will compare this to life in the UK. 

	History 
Schools in the Past
Children will compare schools today with those from the past. They will identify historical similarities and differences; using a range of sources to recognise continuity between children’s lives past and present.

	AUTUMN TERM  

	Computing
This term the children will learn the importance of staying safe on the computer and online. Alongside this, they will be working on Purple Mash on coding to create simple algorithms and design and debug their own programmes. 
	Physical Education
In outdoor PE the children will develop their fundamental ball skills such as throwing and catching, rolling, hitting a target, dribbling with both hands and feet and kicking a ball. In indoor sessions children will develop the fundamental skills of balancing, running, changing direction, jumping, hopping and skipping. 
	Art
Children will explore mark making and develop observational drawing to enable them to create illustrations to tell a story. 
	Religious Education
In R.E children will be learning about the Jewish faith and Jewish traditions, including Shabbat and Hanukkah.
They will move on to learning more about Christianity and the importance of Jesus and the Bible to the Christian faith.
	Music
Music lessons will integrate games and playing instruments with a focus on pitch, rhythm and pulse. This will be led by a specialist teacher.
