


Curriculum Overview Year 3 Autumn

	English
[image: auto0]Our English work will start with a text called The Stone Age Boy, and we will learn all about the differences between the Stone Age and modern day. Next, we will focus on a text called ‘Listen’ all about the deaf musician Evelyn Glennie.
In addition to this, we will also look at diary writing and newspaper articles using the film-based unit Reverso.
	Maths
This term, maths work will focus on aspects of number including place value; addition and subtraction; multiplication and division. 
There will be a continual priority for basic number skills and our times tables running throughout. Children will participate in weekly arithmetic lessons to develop their mental mathematics skills. 
	Science
Rocks and Fossils
Children will identify different types of rocks and soils. They will know some of their characteristics and how this affects their uses. 

Forces and Magnets
Children will investigate the effects of magnets on each other and a range of materials. They will also test different forces. 
	Geography
Volcanoes 
In this unit of work, we will be looking at the layers of the Earth. We will discover how mountains are formed and identify specific mountain ranges. We will learn about the tectonic plates and how volcanoes form at those tectonic plate boundaries. We will also look at how living near volcanoes impacts upon the lives of those nearby. 
	History
Stone Age to Iron Age.
Children will learn about aspects of Stone Age, Bronze Age and Iron Age and how we know about the past from artefacts left behind.

We will be discussing significant archaeological finds from these periods and identifying the ways in which life in Britain changed during this period. 

	
AUTUMN TERM – Rock On!

	Computing

Children will begin by learning more about keeping safe online in our e-safety unit. 

Children will also learn to program objects to perform actions using different commands in the 2Code software on Purple Mash. They will also learn about the debugging process. 
	Physical Education

As in all PE units, children will develop physical, social, emotional and whole child objectives. Indoor PE sessions this term will focus on gymnastic skills! Outdoor sessions will be Dodgeball taught by our PE specialist.
3S will be swimming rather than having an indoor PE session initially which will switch to 3C later in the term. 
	Art
Prehistoric painting
Investigating making their own paints, making tools and painting on different surfaces, the children explore prehistoric art.
	Spanish
Children will continue to develop their Spanish vocabulary through games and songs, being able to give simple greetings, talk about names, know colours and numbers to 20.
	Music
We will be using Kapow to learn about ballads and how they help us express ourselves. We will also receive whole-class djembe tuition this term! 

	
	
	Design and Technology
Pneumatic Systems
Children will draw annotated diagrams. We will then create a design brief and select the appropriate materials and equipment to create a working pneumatic system. 
	Religious Education
Children begin to understand aspects of Hinduism, including family life, Gods and Goddesses and Diwali
They will also learn more about the Christian celebration of Christmas including advent, carols, cards and other customs.
	Life Skills
Children will think about the things that make them unique in a unit entitled ‘Good to be me!’  Then they consider how people work together in smaller communities and the wider world in the unit ‘Working Together’.
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
