Curriculum Overview Year 5 Spring

	English 
We will continue to use a range of high-quality texts and videos such as Varmints, The Rabbits, Macavity and King of The Sky to produce writing for a range of audiences to entertain, inform, persuade and discuss.
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We will continue to consolidate our understanding of place value and further develop our addition, subtraction, multiplication and division skills including using the inverse to check our answers.  
We will also be studying mixed and improper fractions; comparing and ordering and adding and subtracting.
	Science
We will continue with our work on Forces exploring Water Resistance and Friction.
Our topic, ‘Living things and their Habitats’, will include:
-Life Cycles
-The life process of reproduction in some plants and animals.
-Comparing the life cycles of living things.

	History 
This term, we will be learning about the growing and changing role of the monarchy in Britain. We will focus mainly on the Tudor period of history. We will use a range of historical sources to make deductions about Henry VIII, his life and that of his wives and how he was perceived and how he ruled.
