	Computing
E-Safety:

Coding
Children will be further developing their coding skills and will be able to create and use strings in programming, setting and changing variables and use text variables appropriately.


	Physical Education
Our indoor PE this term will focus on dance in the first half term and fitness in the second half term.  In dance the children will create dances, considering how certain actions and movements, dynamics and use of space all affect the overall performance.  In fitness they will be developing their own endurance and physical fitness.
