


Curriculum Overview Year 3 Spring

	English
Our English work this term will begin with ‘Ice Palace’. This will give the children the opportunity to immerse themselves in descriptive writing and use their figurative language skills to bring settings to life. It will be followed by ‘Mr Penguin’ – an opportunity to explore, narratives, riddles and non-fiction writing. We will finish with ‘For The Birds’ where the children will explore persuasive letter writing. 
	Maths
This term, maths work will continue to focus on number work with multiplication and division before moving onto fractions. We will also look at measurement, beginning with length and perimeter and moving into mass and capacity.  
There will be a continual priority for basic number skills and our times tables running throughout. 
	Science
Animals and Humans 
This term we will be learning about nutrition and the five food groups. We will learn about the basic human skeleton and about muscles 

Plants 
In this unit we will be looking at the life cycles of plants, the structure of them, and how water id transported through them. We will also be looking at what plants need to stay healthy and grow. 
	Geography
Antarctica
This term, children will explore how our world is organised, learning about latitude, longitude, climate zones and Antarctica’s extreme polar environment. They will find out why people visit Antarctica, what equipment researchers use, and the outcome of Shackleton’s expedition. Children will also build mapping skills using grid references, compass points and digital maps.
	History
The Romans 
We will be learning about the meaning of empire and invasion. We will begin to understand the chronology of the Roman invasion of Britain and identify the consequences of the Roman invasion. Our key question will be ‘Why did the Romans’ settle in Britain?’. To help us understand this further we will investigate their influence on our local area (North West).  
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	Computing
We will be continuing to use Purple Mash develop our coding skills and we then move on to our next topic on spreadsheets.  
We will also be honing our typing skills as we learn all about the correct posture and finger placement whilst using computers and keyboards. Finally, children will use the software ‘2Email’ to understand how to email safely. 

	Physical Education
As in all PE units, children will develop physical, social, emotional and whole child objectives. Indoor PE sessions this term will focus on Yoga and Dance. Outdoor sessions will be Dodgeball and netball taught by our PE specialist.
3C will be swimming until February half term.  
	Design and Technology
Eating seasonally

	Spanish
