Curriculum Overview Year 1 Summer

	English 
This term we will be reading and writing about stories with familiar settings, with a focus on the books by Peace at Last and Farmer Duck. Later on in the term we will be reading Peter Rabbit. 

We will continue to focus on the basic skills of writing a sentence; spaces between words, capital letters, full stops and keeping those letters on the line. To extend the quality of the sentences we are including adjectives and joining words. 
	[image: ]Maths 
The children will continue to focus on basic number skills involving the practical application of addition and subtraction - as well as multiplication and division through the pattern of number. 
We will also revisit other practical elements of mathematics from the previous two terms.

We will also being looking at the topics of length, mass and geometry. 
	Science
This term we will be learning about plants including wild and garden plants and deciduous and evergreen trees.  

The children will have the opportunity to label a plant. 

We will identify and classify a variety of fruit and vegetables.
	History
We will be looking at how explorers have changed the world. We will recall information about past and present exploration and understand events in relation to the present day and compare how exploration has changed over time. 
	Geography
In Geography this term, we will be exploring Shanghai. The aim is to look at country outside Europe. We will discuss where Shanghai is and develop our knowledge and understanding of the physical features in this place. 

	SUMMER TERM

	Computing
Throughout our “Maze Explorers” unit, the children will use the direction keys to complete challenges and understand how to use them as part of an algorithm.

The following unit “Animated Story Books” will allow children to animate stories by adding characters, sound and music. 

	Physical Education
The children will be involved in a sequence of gymnastics sessions that will develop their body awareness and body control – through floor and small apparatus.
They will develop basic kicking skills using large balls and running and jumping skills through athletics sessions.
	Art
The topic for this term is ‘sculpture and 3D’. This will develop skills such as materials, cutting and adding decoration. From this, children will create 3D forms to make things from their imagination to create sculptures. 
	Religious Education 
Children will continue to learn about valuing themselves and those around them - and celebrating all that is good about their own strengths and achievements.

	Music
Children will explore vocal and body sounds through our Summer topic – By the Sea. They will learn more about timbre, pitch and vocal sounds and being to read graphic score notations.

	
	
	Design and Technology
We will be constructing a windmill. Children will be designing and making a structure. They will learn how to make functioning turbines and axles that will support the main structure of their design.
	
	Life Skills
Throughout this term, the children will focus on life skills through the topics ‘global neighbours’ and ‘the future is bright.’ These will develop an awareness of cultures around the world and people within our community.
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
