

Curriculum Overview Year 2 Summer

	English 
This term, children will describe their own magical ponds and creatures using the book ‘Bog Baby’ as a stimulus. This will link to our science as we are learning about different animal habitats.  They will also be writing creatively, exploring adventure stories through ‘Traction Man’.  Later in the term they will be revisiting and extending their knowledge of instructional texts. They will also be fully immersed into another class novel written by a familiar author. 

	Maths 
This term children will cover the following topics: 

Length and Height
Mass, Capacity and Temperature
Fractions 
Statistics 
Position and Direction 

We will also continue to work on number through our morning ‘4 a day’ questions and our daily Fluency Bee activities. 
	Science
Living Things and their Habitats
[image: ]Throughout this topic children will learn about plants and animals; what they need to survive and the habitats in which they live. Children will have the opportunity to plant and grow seeds as part of a science investigation. They will compare plants and animals in their local environment to those on other continents. 
	History 
What is a Monarch? 

In this History unit the children will learn about monarchs past and present. They will learn about the role of a monarch and important events like coronations. They will compare monarchs from the past to today and explain how castles have changed over time. The children will use a timeline to sequence pictures of castles over time. 
	Geography
What is it like to live by the coast?

In this unit the children will locate and label the oceans and seas surrounding the UK. They will learn about what a coast is and find the coasts in the UK. They will learn about physical features of a coast and human features of a coastal town. Children will also follow a prepared route on a local map to explore features of a local coast and record data found in a tally chart. 

	
	
	
	
	

	
SUMMER TERM  

	Computing
Children will continue to develop their computing skills through the Purple Mash software this term. They will explore Questioning by creating pictograms and binary trees. They will use the internet for Effective Searching. Children will work on Creating Pictures and then learn different ways of Presenting Ideas, including use of stories, quizzes, fact files and presentation software.


	Physical Education
For Outdoor P.E, we will be working on our racquet and ball skills through Net and Wall Games. Children will work individually and in pairs to learn to hit a ball/target and take part in team games to apply their skills.
In Indoor P.E lessons, children will take part in a range of Athletics activities. This will include running, throwing, jumping activities. 
	Art and DT
In our art lessons the children will create a clay house tile that has recognisable features. In DT, children will stitch their own pouches. 
	 Music
Children will listen to orchestral versions of traditional stories and create a piece of music with some appropriate tempo, dynamic and timbre changes. They will play a known rhythm from letter notation in the right order.
	Homework 
Children will continue to bring home their reading book to read as much as possible and will have access to our lending library to choose their own book. 
They will also continue to receive a weekly homework task on Google Classroom every Thursday.

Children will learn about sacred books from more than one religion. They will gain an understanding of why stories in these books are so important to people.
