Curriculum Overview Year 6 Summer

	English 
This term we will be studying The Island and the video clip Rock, Paper, Scissors. We will also look at various other texts that link to these.  Based on these texts, we will be completing different writing tasks including persuasion, narrative and discussion.

We will be revisiting Calculation and Number strategies. 
Geometry: shape, measurement and angles.
Algebra: we will be looking at algebraic expressions and solving algebra problems.


	Science
Light: finding out how light travels, how shadows are formed and exploring the visible spectrum.
Animals inc Humans: learning about how animals and plants reproduce.
Living Things & Their Habitats: using a variety of criteria to classify plants and animals into groups,
children will describe and investigate micro-organisms and understand that some bacteria are harmful whilst some can be helpful.
	History 
During the first half term we will be studying “unheard histories” and asking the questions “Who should go on the banknote?”.  We will be looking at the features of a banknote, explaining the significance of historical figures, questioning what makes someone significant and making inferences from various sources. 



	Geography
During the second half term we will be studying Can I carry out an independent study? Using  examples of issues in the local area. Identifying questions to be asked using and collecting the relevant data. Collect data at points located on an OS map and map data digitally.
