Curriculum Overview Year 5 Summer

	English 
Our main class text will be Stormbreaker. Children will explore the book in depth, developing their oracy, reading, writing and analytical skills through a range of engaging activities. Intertextual links will include: extracts from the Stormbreaker film, the graphic novel version, and a selection of non-fiction texts about MI6 and spies. In addition, we will draw comparisons with other spy-themed narratives such as Boy Spy and The Recruit.

This term children will cover the following topics: 

Fractions
Perimeter and Area
Statistics
Shape
Decimals and Percentages

	Science
Our topic, ‘Living things and their habitats’, will include:

-Life Cycles
-The life process of reproduction in some plants and animals.
-Comparing the life cycles of living things.

	History 
What can a Census tell us about local areas?
We will be identifying the type of information the census tells us about people and using the census to make inferences about people from the past. We will be using a range of sources, including the census to build an understanding of a period of time and will aim to describe the changes in the 1921 and plan a local history enquiry.

	Geography
Would you like to live in a desert?
We will be identifying the lines of latitude and where hot desert biomes are located and describing the characteristics of a hot desert biome.  We will consider the benefits and drawbacks of living in a desert environment and discuss if the desert is hospitable and why. 


	SUMMER TERM

	Computing
Game Creator - children will learn more about the world of gaming. They will design and make their own 3D maze adventure game, assessing the effectiveness of their own and other's creations.
Spreadsheets – we will build on children's existing spreadsheet knowledge and challenge them to apply it in increasingly realistic situations. 
	Physical Education
Children will be developing the skills needed for cricket and golf.
We will also learn a wide range of skills used in Athletics and transfer some of these skills to our Sports Day event!


	Art
Depth, emotion and movement:
We will explore various types of lines to emphasise emotion or draw attention. The children will describe how artists have shown emotion.

	Spanish
In our Spanish unit ‘La Ropa’ we will be learning how to identify and talk about different items of clothes. We will also be creating links to the different types of weather and describing what we are packing into our suitcase for our ‘Summer Holidays!’

	Music
Musical theatre 
We will be exploring what musical theatre is and be able to recall features of this genre.  We will categorise songs as action or character songs and will be selecting appropriate music to tell a story.  We will be performing in groups aiming to perform in time and create smooth transitions between spoken dialogue, singing and dancing.


	
	
	Design and Technology
Structure: Bridges
We will be exploring how bridge designs and materials affect strength and stability through building bridges.

	Religious Education 
Christianity: We will explore the values of Christianity and how the teachings of Jesus influence Christians.
Non-religious: we will considering why some people believe in God/a god or gods and how this impacts their lives in modern Britain.
	Life Skills
